QLD Junior Championships 21-23 February 2014 

 
What an exciting weekend of competition for the Ipswich & District Athletic Club. The results were 
magnificent with at least 17 PB’S and one Season best. It was truly a tremendous effort by all.  
 

10 gold medals in 2014  5 gold in 2013 
10 silver medals in 2014  5 silver in 2013 
9 bronze medals in 2014  3 bronze in 2013 
 

A superb improvement by all, well done. 
 
1 World Junior Qualifier for High Jump. 
 
Cassie Purdon jumped to a marvellous PB in the High Jump which equated to a World Junior 
Qualifier. She now is waiting for team selection. (Coach Bailey Pashley). 
 
Larissa Chambers ran like a girl on fire to win a treble in the U20yrs 100m, 200m and 400m. 
Larissa was also the sprint queen in both the 100m 200m and 400m thus being the fastest woman 
in the State at the Championships. Each win was in blustery winds. (Coach Vic Pascoe). 
 
Clinton Suthers ran the perfectly judged race in blustery conditions to win the U/16yrs 1500m. 
(Coach Brad Robinson). 
 
Filoi AoKuso won gold in the U/20yrs Shot Put and a Silver medal in the Discus. (Coach Michael 
Moore). 
 
Kelly McNamara won the U/16yrs 2000m Steeple Chase when runners in this event kept 
changing the lead many times with surging at various times trying to outwit their rivals. Kelly kept 
a cool head and her final challenge for the lead just after the last water jump proved to be the 
winning move. (Coach Brad Robinson). 
 
Rhys Carr threw magnificently to win both U/14ys Shot Put and Discus. (Coach Michael Moore). 
 
Rhys younger brother Zain Carr who is still 11yrs finished with a Silver in U/14yrs Shot Put and a 
Bronze medal in the U/14yrs Discus. (Coach Michael Moore). 
 
Rochelle Vidler had a hectic schedule in the U/14yrs events. Rochelle competed in five events 
and extremely well to win Gold medals in Discus and Hammer and Silver medals in the Triple 
Jump and Javelin and a creditable fourth in the Shot Put. Coach Michael Moore). 
 
In the younger ages Lucy Turner, Annie McGuire, Jaxson Samuels and Yoo Bin Miller did 
remarkably well. 
 
There were moments of disappointment when in a medal winning position, Jacob Wells clipped 
the heels of the leader and fell with only 250m to go in the final of U/16yrs 800m but did well in the 
U/16yrs 2000m Steeplechase the very next day to gain a Bronze medal. Just goes to show Jacob 
is tough as nails.
